A special district is nothing new to Americans! Its genesis comes from none other than
Mr. Benjamin Franklin.

Colorado metro district law is found in our revised statutes, CRS 32- Special Dis-

poses: water, sanitation, parks, etc. When we lalk about metro districts, we are really
talking about special districts. Colorado has over 2000 special districts, Aurora over 50,

A special district is a focused government to provide specific services that the state,
countries, or cities can’t or won't provide. It focuses on one or more services its citizens
want and are willing to pay for. It is governed by a board of directors, and operates
within strict geographical and statutory boundaries. In the case of Heather Ridge
Metro District, its purpose is to preserve the golf course open space. HOAs can’t do
it, and city government has other obligations.

We support the current developer’s rezoning plans. However, HRCC has changed
ownership six times since 197(). Hislory suggesls it will happen again. It only takes six
city council persons to change zoning back to multi-family. We have received more
than $150,000 of pro bono donations for this election and countless hours from volun-
teers.
